Croix Central High students.

Beachcats was a two boat
battle between St. Croix's
Chris Schreiber and Paul
Stoeken from St. Thomas on
Hobie 16s. Chris prevailed
on his Auto World Express,
winning 4 of the five races
before both skippers chose
to retire rather than breaking
any more equipment.

Six 1C24s came to the line
and 5 stayed to race. Puerto
Rico's Fraito Lugo on Orion

and St. Thomas' Chris Cur-
reri on Brand New Second

Hand Boat battled it out over
17 races with Fraito' s Orion

prevailing by 10 points.
