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F r o m  t h e  V i c e  C o m m o d o r e :  S E V E N  D AY S  I N  M AY  
careful safety inspections and 
discussions, and the big diesel 
took us out. 

We watched St Thomas light 
up under the pinks and purples 
of sunset as we tore through 
Pillsbury Sound.  Light air, 
apparent breeze well forward 
of the beam, waves 1 to 3 out 
of the ENE.  The next day did-
n’t change much, although the 
breeze came up some. Reefed 
main, wind too close for a jib, 
making a steady 8.5 knots with 
the engine.  The next day didn’t 
change much, although the 
breeze came up some.  Yes, 
there’s a sense of repetition at 
sea. But, that next day was 
marked by our welcoming 
aboard a nice sized mahi.  The 
skipper gave her the traditional 
shot of rum, from which she 
did not recover well, so we ate 
her, sautéed on a bed of swiss 
chard.  Dispatching the fish 
with rum is a lot more pleasant 
than thumping, and cleaner.  I 
could not detect an effect on 
the flavor.  

Throughout the next few days 
the wind built to 25 to 35, still 
on the bow, with waves in-
creasing accordingly.  A pod of 
dolphin, an occasional bird or 
flying fish, a freighter or sail 
were the highlights each day.  
Until about 50 miles south of 
Bermuda when we came upon 
a 30some footer dismasted, 
rolling a hundred yards off our 
bow.  Hoy cow!  That focuses 
one’s attention!  The life raft 
was still mounted, but the 
dodger, the self steering and 

the wind generator were pret-
zeled. The fenders were down, 
and after some lengthy conver-
sations with Bermuda Radio, it 
was confirmed that the crew 
had been successfully taken off 
some days before.  A few 
hours later in St George’s, 
Bermuda we saw a 60 footer 
dismasted and a 40 footer with 
shredded headsail. Big is bet-
ter, bigger and new is best. 

I  read the average home price 
in Bermuda is $1 million.  I 
don’t know if that’s why, but I 
found the tone of the place 
very pleasant, though I was a 
little conscious of being under-
dressed.  The shoes, perhaps. 

Another brief punchlist (better 
paper here), another 500 gal-
lons of diesel ($8/gallon), and 
off we go.  I’m working on a 
theory that the colder and more 
uncomfortable the ride, the less 
you remember it later – cer-
tainly the next 3 days are a blur 
of heeling, pounding, an occa-
sional jet of cold water, and 
fatigue.  While winds hit over 
50, and we saw two boats 
hove-to, the 70 footer just kept 
moving along at 8.5.  Big 
waves viewed from such a 
height off the water are not 
nearly as intimidating as when 
viewed from below; still, 
enough green water came over 
the bow to bend the stainless 
steel tender mountings to the 
angle of a St Croix power pole.  
Tighten’er down and keep 
steaming! 

 

Bless those Schreiber’s!  Deb-
bie gave my name to Captain 
Barry Hague, skipper of the 
Hylas 70 “Amante” who was 
looking for crew to help move 
the big cutter to Rhode Island, 
leaving St Croix May 15th.  The 
boat has been around St Croix, 
mostly in Green Cay, and down 
island during the spring – but 
the owner is planning the sum-
mer cruise, perhaps to Labra-
dor, and it was time to go.  A 
week at sea, a chance to see 
some new ports – I was ready 
too!                                            

The Hylas was just commis-
sioned a year ago in Ft Lauder-
dale after a two year build out 
in Taiwan.  Some of the fea-
tures were so appealing I’m 
considering improvements to 
my 35’ sailboat Aurora.  I 
found the central vacuum sys-
tem made tidying up much 
easier underway, and the inte-
grated radar/satnav/gps/weather 
would take a lot of stress out of 
finding those little bobbing 
Teague Bay Cut markers on a 
Sunday afternoon.  And electric 
sheets and halyards could mean 
you never ever have to put 
down the wineglass. 

The five of us met at the dock, 
threw our bags on, and, of 
course, started the punch list.   

Seven digit boats use the same 
scraps of paper for punch lists 
as do four digit boats, so I was 
immediately comfortable with 
the program.  A day or two of 
chores and provisioning, last 
calls to spouses, some very

A very smart tie-
up at the dock (Bristol, you 
know), a little staggering on 
the dock, handshakes all round, 
then I’m back to shore duty -  
to meet daughter Nora, her 
friends, tour Boston, then catch 
a plane.   

Bermuda, Bristol, Boston, 
Nora – sometimes it’s about 
the destinations too, not just 
the journey.

There will be included a notice that the consequences of non-
payment of all indebtedness to the Club will be resignation in bad standing. The Board of Directors may reinstate a member or associate upon 
written application to the Membership Committee without paying the initiation fee, if such member or associate previously resigned in good-
standing. 

Please, if you choose to resign from the SCYC, write us a letter so that you may leave in “Good Standing” and we will look forward to you 
joining the SCYC again in the future. 

What is the scoop about bringing nonmember guests to the SCYC? 

 Please bring your guests to the Club and enjoy all the wonderful things that we have to offer.  Who knows they may have such a great time and 
want to join our Club.  Please encourage them to join.  We still have space available in all 
classes of membership.  To refresh your memories on the House Rules, I quote directly 
from the SCYC Yearbook,  

Page 43, Section B – PRIVILEGES AND REGISTRATION OF GUESTS. 

The privilege of bringing guests to the Yacht Club is one benefit of membership. The host 
member assumes the following responsibilities each time a guest is admitted: 

to accompany the guest while at the Club (except as delineated below).  

to register all guests in the Guest Register. (book on the podium) 

to ensure the actions of the guests are compatible with the rules and  

regulations of the Club and to pay all debts incurred by the guest.  

Resident Guests are persons who reside on the island more than six (6 months per year 
and/or own a home, condominium or business on the island.  A Resident Guest will be 
admitted to the Club a maximum of six (6) times per year, if accompanied by a member, 
or eligible member of a member's family. The accompanying member shall register each guest in the Guest Register at the time of each visit. 
Guests, other than those described in Paragraph No.2 will be admitted to the Club at any time, if accompanied by a member.  Members may 
extend the privileges of the Club to their unaccompanied guests (who are not St. Croix Residents as defined in Paragraph No.2 above) by ob-
taining a Guest Card from the Club Manager. The Guest Card shall be signed by the sponsoring member and an Officer. The Board of Directors 
shall establish fees for and duration of the Guest Card. 

Captains and crews of yachts participating in Club sponsored yachting activities shall have guest privileges on the days of these functions.  
Persons who can show evidence of membership in a Yacht Club or cruising yachtsmen may sign the Guest Register, purchase chit books, and 
enjoy the privileges of the Club. These privileges shall be for a period of no more than three (3) consecutive days after which sponsorship of a 
member is required, as outlined in Paragraph No.4. 

Please bring your resident guest to enjoy our Club, sign them in the guest register (usually located on the podium by the front doors) and make 
sure they haven’t been a guest of a member more then six times in a calendar year.  Your friends and family from off island may visit the club 
at any time, if accompanied by a member or you may get a Guest Card from the SCYC office if your guests are unaccompanied by a member. I 
hope that this clears up some questions. Most of all have fun at the SCYC!!

In other words, boats being hauled out that require a day or so to drop their mast or rigging, etc, can temporarily sit in this 
area, but must move into the main yard shortly thereafter, for long term storage.

 The St Croix Yacht Club Commodore orders the initiation of the 
plan when it appears that a storm may impact St. Croix 

 
 Preparatory action cannot be tied to a time frame, since tropical 

storms change speed frequently and dramatically, as well as 
varying significantly in size and intensity. 

 
 As a guideline ONLY, when a storm is in the vicinity of the Wind-

ward Islands and predicted to impact the islands within 48 
hours, boat owners should be prepared to secure their boats. 

 
 Under any circumstances, 24 hours is the minimum time re-

quired to clear the dock and remove the decking prior to ex-
periencing storm force wind and waves. 

 
 Upon instructions from the Commodore, or the Commo-

dore’s designee, the following steps are to be take n, in 
the order shown: 

 
 Phase 1 

Manager begins attempting to notify all dock tenants of the 
requirement to remove their vessels from the dock, as 
specified in the lease agreement.  

Manger notifies dock removal team and schedules work to 
commence. 

Check generator fuel level and order propane, if needed. 
Commence launch service to aid boat owners in preparation 

of hurricane moorings. 
Remove gin pole from tee dock. 
Remove, deflate, and store Bongo in racing locker. 

 
 Phase II 

All vessels to be clear of main dock. 
Dock removal team begins work; dock planking to be com-

pletely removed. 
Manager notifies, if possible, all owners of moored vessels of 

impending weather conditions and recommends precau-

Secure all club owned boats; tie to racks, move inside 

clubhouse, or stack and secure to north of club-
house.

Remove all furniture from clubhouse, stack and secure. 
Check generator, protect electrics, and disconnect bat-

tery. 
 
 Phase VI 

Discontinue all club services – water, electricity, & gas 
Disconnect cistern leaders. 
Lock all buildings 
Evacuate premises
